The initial 
session will take place on Saturday and there is time set aside for an additional session on Sunday, if necessary.

The decade since 9/11 has seen the largest expansion of the US national - security b udget since 
the Cold War. Over $7 trillion has been spent on the Department of Defense, the intelligence 
community, and the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan. The creation of the Department of 
Homeland Security and the establishment of a new Director of Nationa l Intelligence was the 
largest reorganization of the federal government since World War II.  
 

When you couple all that spending with massive tax cuts itÕs no wonder thereÕs a budget 
deficit. The reckless military spending has contributed to the economic cri sis and fueled the 
summerÕs gridlock over the debt -ceiling. A new committee, which has been dubbed the "Super 
Committee", was established to propose a solution.  
 

Join AFSC and others in a grassroots effort to change our priorities from a militaristic appro ach 
to security to one of compassion.   We urge starting with compassion at home through meeting 
basic human needs and broaden into a foreign policy that recognizes basic human rights for 
people around the world.  
 

In our new toolkit you will find a set of t ools to help your community work on federal budget 
issues over the next year: fact sheets; guides to bird dogging, meeting with Congress and 
working with the media; ideas for actions and specific opportunities like the super committee 
and resolutions campa igns.

Welcome again to Fall Fellowship at Temesal Canyon.  Here are some tips and guidelines to help 
you during your stay. 
 
Registration: 
This year REGISTRATION MUST BE COMPLETED ON OR BEFORE WEDNESDAY, OCTOBER 
26.  NO ONSITE REGISTRATION WILL BE ACCEPTED.  Everyone—even guests and those not 
paying—must register.  To assure that there are beds and food for everyone, and to fulfill the 
requirements of our liability insurance, we must know in advance who and how many will be 
attending.  To reserve a sleeping space, payment must be made in full.  Refund requests must be 
made by October 30.   
 
Check-In: 
This year the check-in table will be located outside the Dining Hall.  You will receive a packet 
containing your parking pass, your nametag, and your room or cabin assignment. 
 
Costs: 
We are fortunate that SCQM’s Finance Committee will subsidize some of our expenses this year.  
Remember that scholarship money is also available from your local Meeting.  As well, if you wish to 
serve as a Friendly Adult Presence (FAP), working either with the teens or the children, you will 
receive room, board, and a stipend.  Please contact Robin Durant at (323) 344-0228 or Lee Sisson 
at (949) 282-7208 to become a FAP; also, please note on the comment section of your registration 
form that you will be coming as a FAP. 
 
Food: 
The meals are vegetarian (including some eggs and dairy products).  Meals are provided by 
Friends who are raising money for good causes.  If you have very special dietary needs, you may 
store food—clearly labeled with your name—in refrigerators in the kitchen area.  No refunds will be 
made for food. 
 
Housing: 
We are charged for the number of buildings that we use, not for the number of beds.  To keep 
costs down, we’d like to fill the buildings to capacity.  You may request a lower bunk.  If you want a 
private cabin as a single, as a couple, or as a family, you will be charged the cost of that one cabin.  
There is one ADA handicapped cabin and one ADA bungalow.  Let us know right away if you have 
any problems with your room. 
 
Bring: 
You must supply all bedding, towels, and toiletries.  Flashlights are helpful at night.  Earplugs are 
also a good idea.  Smoking is permitted in certain areas as long as there is NOT a red flag 
warning.  No camping is permitted. 
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Please complete the section with the demographic information and any specific needs you 
may have.   

 
If you are bringing minors, include their age/school grade they are in. You MUST complete the 

Medical History & Information Form and the Parental Consent Form for each minor. Include a copy of 
minor’s Medical Insurance Card with Registration.

Choice, and if applicable, your FAP option or if you are a Guest Speaker or Children’s Program 
teacher.
